· Are you under 19 and play tennis with Southern Districts?

· Did you nominate to play Interdistrict for Southern Districts in 2011?

· Are you a registered player in a Southern Districts run competition during 2011?

· Do you play in Tennis NSW tournaments away from Southern Districts, and win two matches in an event?

· Have you been selected for any State Tennis squads?

· Have you been selected for any school representative teams at Regional or State level?

You may be eligible for Reimbursement of your entry fees to those Tournaments, Squads or Teams.

· Submit during February 2012 for consideration by the Junior Sub-Committee.
· You may be eligible for the Boy or Girl Achiever of the Year Awards, for the best results achieved at Tournaments by our junior players.
OR

· Do you play Saturday morning comp with Southern Districts?

· Do you play in some or all of the events organised by Southern Districts for juniors?

· Keep track of your entries and results; you could be eligible for the Point Score Incentive awards closing 28TH February 2012.

Southern Districts Tennis Association, Junior 
Incentive Award Scheme, 2011
The Junior Incentive Award scheme is to be run again, covering the period February 1, 2011 till January 31, 2012.  Each application will be treated on its merits.

Two levels of rewards will be again available this year. 

A). Reimbursement of some of the costs involved in the playing of tennis at a higher level, available to all SDTA Inc Registered players (as at 31 Dec 2011) who achieve good results at rated tournaments, or those selected in Tennis NSW tennis squads, or to represent their school at Tennis at Regional level or higher. This scheme is open to those who nominate to play Interdistrict for Southern Districts in 2011 and who are also a registered player in a team in a SD run Tennis Competition during 2011. 

B). A point-score system to encourage those players not yet playing outside our local events. This system will be open to players who are reimbursed for school rep costs, but will not be open to players who benefit from the reimbursement of costs scheme for tournament results or squad fees.

A. Reimbursement of Costs Awards Scheme:

1. For Tournament Players: Players entering Tennis NSW or NSW Hardcourt Calendar events are invited to submit applications for possible re-imbursement of entry fees. The committee will consider the result achieved and the number of players in the draw.

We would expect to reward players who progress past two rounds of any event on the NSW Tennis calendar, including feed-in events for first round losers. This may depend on the number of entrants in an event.

Note that fees for entry to Southern Districts run events are not eligible for reimbursement.

2. State or Hardcourt Squad Representatives: Players selected for Training Squads are invited to apply for reimbursement of some of the costs incurred. Receipts of squad fees paid must be submitted. Reimbursement is available for the squads completed in 2011. Squad players should also submit a list of tournament results for consideration in the Achiever of the Year award.

3. School Representatives: Players selected to represent their school (primary or secondary) at Region level or higher are invited to submit applications for possible reimbursement of some of their costs incurred. Documentation supporting their selection and the costs involved should be submitted. The breakdown of costs should detail any Entry fees, Travel & accommodation costs, and uniform costs as separate items. 

Reimbursement scheme conditions:

The application forms shall be submitted by February 28 2012, and awards will be presented at an Association Presentation night after that date. Applications received after the closing date will not be considered

The reimbursement scheme is only available to players under 19 years of age at 31/12/2011 who play in the club Championship and make themselves available to play for Southern Districts in Inter-District tennis in 2011, and are a registered member of a team playing in a SD run Tennis competition during 2011. Comps eligible include the Southern Districts Saturday morning or afternoon comps, or any of the SD weeknight comps.


Players who are reimbursed for tournament or squad expenses are not eligible to enter the Point Score scheme. Players who are reimbursed only for school representative expenses remain eligible to enter the Point Score scheme.

All Reimbursement category awards will be limited to no more than $500 per any individual, for expenses incurred over the period 1/2/2011 to 31/1/2012.

Additionally, the committee will select one Boy & one Girl applicants from those entries received, to be awarded the ‘Junior Tennis Achiever of the Year award’, which will consist of a Voucher towards tennis equipment and free entry to most SDTA events for twelve months. The Achiever of the Year awards will be presented to those players with the best results in tournament play through the year. 
A list of results not eligible for reimbursement may be submitted towards Achiever of the Year award.

B. Point-Score Award Scheme.

Those players who play in either the Saturday Morning or Afternoon competitions and are not rewarded through the reimbursement of Tournament & Squad costs scheme are invited to submit entries in the Point-score award scheme. 

This scheme will award points for entry into, and performance in, local Southern Districts tennis events. The scheme is open to junior players (under 19 at 31/12/2011) who participate in Southern Districts Saturday Morning or Afternoon comps, or for SD. in the Interdistrict Competition.

Prizes of a Voucher towards the purchase of tennis equipment and free entry to the next two Junior Comps may be awarded to the highest points scorers in each of the 10 yearly age group, from Under 10 through to Over 17, ages as at 31/12/2011. To be based on points accumulated from February 1 2011, till January 31 2012.

Note that points are awarded in this scheme only for performance in events listed on the entry form.

Additionally, the two highest point scorers overall may be awarded an additional voucher toward Tennis equipment, and free entry to most Southern District tournaments and competitions for 12 months.
Point-scores are to be kept by players through the year. Entries are to be submitted by February 28 2012, to the Secretary, PO Box 479 Campbelltown 2560 or emailed to lisa.campbell68@bigpond.com. Entries received after the closing date will not be considered.

2011 Re-imbursement of Costs Awards Scheme Application Form.

This award scheme is open to players who have nominated to play for Southern Districts in the 2011 Interdistrict Competition, and is a registered member of a team playing in an SD Tennis comp during 2011. It has been set up to financially assist junior players who have demonstrated above average ability on the tennis court, by providing some reimbursement of costs to players who attain superior results in high level tennis tournaments. Proven Costs incurred in the period 1/2/2011 to 31/1/2012 are eligible.

1. For Tournament Players: Players entering Tennis NSW Calendar events are invited to submit applications for possible reimbursement of entry fees. The committee will consider the result achieved and the number of players in the draw. Secretary, to verify the level of achievement, the number of players competed against, and the costs of each event played. Generally, winning at least two rounds of an event will be required, including feed-in events for first round losers. Entry to Southern Districts run tournaments will not be reimbursed.
2. State or hardcourt Squad Representatives: Players selected for Training Squads are invited to submit applications for some reimbursement of the costs incurred. No reimbursement will be considered unless evidence is provided of squad selection &/or payment made. 

3. For School Representatives: Players selected to represent their school (primary or secondary) at Region level or higher are invited to submit applications for possible reimbursement of some of their costs incurred. Documentation supporting their selection and the costs incurred is required to be submitted.
